Celebrate Crossroads 2020
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“Hear, O Israel: The LORD 
our God, the LORD is 
one.  5 You shall love 
the LORD your God with 
all your heart and with 
all your soul and with all 
your might. 6 And these 
words that I command 
you today shall be on your 
heart. 7 You shall teach 
them diligently to your 
children, and shall talk of 
them when you sit in your 
house, and when you walk 
by the way, and when you 
lie down, and when you 

rise. 8 You shall bind them as a sign on your hand, and they 
shall be as frontlets between your eyes. 9 You shall write them 
on the doorposts of your house and on your gates.”			 
			   Deuteronomy 6:4-9

The first two verses in this passage are known as the Shema.  
Historically it was recited by Jews at least twice a day to remind 
them that God - and our love for God - are most important.  I 
love the remainder of this passage because it highlights my 
philosophy of children’s ministry.  We want our preschool and 
children’s classes and worship times at Crossroads to be rich 
and meaningful.  I am so looking forward to diving into all that 
you already have going on for kids and serving alongside you 
to teach children to know and love God.  I also realize that the 
hours we have children at church are far fewer than the hours 
they are at home.  I want it to be true for my family and yours, 
that we take time to continually talk with our kids and grandkids 
about Jesus and the beautiful redemption story of the gospel!  
Reading Scripture, praying, singing about Jesus, and talking 
about what God is doing in our lives can be done while we sit 
in our living room, at the morning breakfast table, as we drive 
along in the car, and as we tuck littles into bed.  We can make 
Christ evident in our homes, in our schools, at the ball fields, 
and everywhere else we go in our communities.

My family is so excited about joining Crossroads and becoming 
part of the family – or oikos as you like to say it.  Thank you for 
the warm welcome you have extended to each of us!  I am con-
fident that God is going to continue to do amazing things here!
